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Das Coromandel Outdoor Language Centre wurde 1988 gegründet 
mit dem Ziel,  qualitativ hochwertigen Englischunterricht zu vermit-
teln, und das in einer Umgebung, die es ermöglicht, zugleich auch  
Neuseeland in seiner Einzigartigkeit richtig kennenzulernen. Wir sind 
Mitglied von ENGLISH NEW ZEALAND und von IALC (International 
Association of Language Centres).

DIE ORTSCHAFT
Whitianga liegt am Meer inmitten der bezaubernden Mercury Bay. 
Dieses Küstenstädtchen, umgeben von weissen Sandstränden und 
bewaldeten Hügeln, hat auch historische Bedeutung. Hier war der 
Landeplatz von Kupe, dem ersten Maori Neuseelands. Und dann, 
1000 Jahre später, landete hier auch der grosse Entdecker Kapitän 
Cook. Die Schule ist direkt am Fluss, nicht weit vom Hafen.

Unsere Englischkurse basieren auf einer Kombination von verschie-
denen Lernsituationen: intensivem Klassenunterricht am Vormittag 
und wahlweise Klassenunterricht oder Aktivitaten am Nachmitag. 
Unsere maximale Schülerzahl von 50 Personen erlaubt eine fre-
undliche und familiäre Atmosphäre.

VORMITTAGSUNTERRICHT
Unser Vormittagsunterricht ist in verschiedene Leistungsgruppen 
gegliedert. In einer Klasse werden höchstens zehn Studenten unter-
richtet. Wir verwenden modernste Lehrbücher, unterstützt von 
zusätzlichem Lehrmaterial wie Videos, Sprachspiele, Tonbänder,  
Zeitschriften etc. Unsere Lehrkräfte sind erfahren, bestens geschult 
und hochqualifiziert.  Die vier Lernaspekte Sprechen, Verstehen, 
Lesen und Schreiben werden alle ausführlich behandelt. Der zen-
trale Schwerpunkt des Unterrichts liegt jedoch in der verbalen 
Kommunikation in Form von Rollenspielen, Gesang und Diskussion 
in der Klasse.

Unsere Kurse sind endlos fortlaufend gehalten, und Eintritt ist jeden 
Montag möglich. Ein Eintrittstest (schriftlich und mündlich)  gibt 
Aufschluss über vorhandene Vorkenntnisse und dient zur Einteilung 
in die geeignetste Leistungsgruppe. Eine wöchentliche Beurteilung 
ermöglicht dann bei entsprechendem Lernerfolg den Aufstieg in die 
nächste Klasse.

NACHMITTAGSAKTIVITÄTEN
Am Nachmittag können  unsere Studenten an dem Aktivitätspro-
gramm teilnehmen. Der Sinn und Zweck dieses Progammes 
beschränkt sich nicht nur auf Erholung und Vergnügen. Sie sind die 
ideale Möglichkeit, das am Vormittag Erlernte gleich praktisch 
anzuwenden und den Wortschatz in einer entspannten, anregenden 
Atmosphäre zu erweitern.

Whitianga has a moderate climate with changeable weather; the winter (June, July, August) is cool (average daily maximum 14ºC)  and often 
wet; the summer (December, January, February)  is warm (average maximum 24ºC)  and drier.  People usually swim in the sea between De-
cember and April.  There is no snow in winter.  

CLOTHES
People mainly wear casual clothes.  From Autumn to Spring warm sweaters are necessary, umbrellas  and a waterproof jacket.   Comfort-
able sports shoes for walking for many of our activities are essential.

FOOD

town are fishing, farming, forestry and tourism.  There is no public transport system in Whitianga.  Students either walk, bike or taxi.
